Ms. Frances Pugh, of the Saanich Inlet Protection Society, advised the she is in support
of the proposed Tri-Municipal Task Force. She further noted that she would like to see
the District of Central Saanich commence to take action to remove the illegal mooring
buoys which are located in the vicinity of the District's dock at the foot of Marchant Road.
