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The Municipal Engineer overviewed the Staff Memorandum and responded to
questions of Council.

B Conley, Resident, spoke to his concerns about the proposed truck route, noting
the narrow roads, lack of lighting, and improper footpaths for pedestrians along
some of the roads for the proposed route.

Mr. David Cowen, General Manager of The Butchart Gardens, spoke to the
safety of tour buses along Benvenuto Avenue. He also spoke to a lack of transit
service to the Butchart Gardens in the late evening which means more
pedestrians in the area with narrow roads and limited lighting.

C Storteboom, Resident, stated the truck route should be proposed for both
Wallace and Benvenuto, not just Benvenuto. This road is narrow and there is not
enough room for two tour buses to pass.

B Wall, Resident, spoke to safety concerns for both pedestrians and traffic along
East Saanich and Central Saanich Roads. She stated lighting is poor and the
roads are too narrow.

R Ward, Resident, inquired when the proposed truck route would be
implemented. He spoke to the dangers of some of the proposed roads due to
the lack of lighting and narrow widths of the roads.

The Municipal Engineer advised part of the route would be in place for fall 2009.

A discussion occurred between Council and Staff responded to questions.
